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ENROLMENT POLICY

Wahroonga Preparatory School is referred to as the School herein.

PRE-KINDERGARTEN

Students attending Pre-Kindergarten are expected to continue their education at the School from Pre-Kindergarten to Year 6. If there are any
vacancies left after these positions have been filled, the School will consider those who have indicated Pre-Kindergarten only. The child must be
turning 4 years of age by the 31* May to be considered for 3 or 5 Day Pre-Kindergarten. Priority is given to children continuing their primary school
education at the School. Enrolments are taken throughout the year when a vacancy occurs. Parents are contacted the year prior to entry, or earlier,
to confirm their intention to enrol their child.

KINDERGARTEN
The child must be 5 years of age by the 31° March in the year commencing Kindergarten. This condition will only be varied following discussion with
and special assessment by the Head of School. Children attending Pre-Kindergarten are given first preference of Kindergarten positions.

YEARS 1-6
Where vacancies occur the School will accept children into these grades.

POLICY CHANGES
The School reserves the right to make changes in regard to any of its current policies. It is your responsibility to keep in touch with the School. Failure
to advise the School of change of address could result in loss of a position.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Students wishing to attend Wahroonga Preparatory School are expected to participate willingly in the school activities and to be supportive of the
School’s Christian ethos.

CURRENT FEE POLICIES

Administration Fee A non-refundable and non-transferable administration fee of $200.00 must accompany this application form.

Tuition Fees Tuition fees are payable per term.

Education Activity Levy There is an education activity levy payable per term which covers the anticipated cost of specific expenses such as
excursions, incursions, IT, insurance, music, sport and textbooks. The amount varies for each class and is directly applicable to the number and type
of excursions and specialist programs undertaken. All excursions are an integral part of the classroom learning experience and related to class
themes current at the time. It is expected that each child will attend.

Acceptance Fee Upon acceptance of a place, you will be required to pay an acceptance fee of $600.00, which is non-refundable and non-
transferable. Please note that this fee is not credited towards tuition fees.

Withdrawal Ten term weeks notice in writing to the Head of School must be given to the School when it is intended to withdraw a child (and the name
of the school that the child will start at must be advised), e.g. Notification to withdraw at the end of Term 4 must be received by the end of Term 3. In
default of such notice, one term’s fees will be payable.

All fees and charges are reviewed annually. All fees once paid are non-refundable and non-transferable to other siblings.
